d, Can we get a tractor/digger into the plots to get them dug over?..Gary

Agreed that Gary and Ken will talk with Greenmoor Nursery and L&R Landscapes regarding tree loping, rat bait boxes, potential allotment holder discounts and anything else that crops up

Also Gary will talk with Mark Cutter about bringing a tractor to plough over new plots and or old over grown plots...also to look at the first 2 plots (31 & 32) alongside Marshfield Road. It is thought that a tractor will not fit in the gate of Church Lane site.
